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1. INTRODUCTION 
 
 
The DL50 is a high performance dental operating light comprising a light-head and a double 
support arm. The light-head is powered by low voltage, fed through the support arms and 
derived from a double-insulated mains transformer. The DL50’s arm design ensures the 
light-head can be accurately and stably positioned. 
 
  
The light-head is fitted with fixed side handles, and the light is single intensity. 
 
The light’s outstanding shadow-reduction and colour-rendering properties are achieved by 
the use of a bespoke, optical reflector. Routine maintenance of the DL50 is easy with 
cleaning, disinfecting and lamp replacement simple and quick to effect.

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3. ELECTRICAL SUPPLY REQUIREMENTS 
 
The DL50 comprises a low-voltage head and arm assembly. 
 
WARNING: the dental light arm must only be connected to a 12V supply. No attempt 
should be made to connect the arm directly to a mains supply as this would result in a 
hazardous condition. 
 
Transformers are double-insulated and supplied with a 2 core supply cable. 
 
If the mains supply is not double-insulated, due note must be made of earthing 
requirements for the various transformer configurations as detailed. 
 
The 230V supply must be independently switched and protected by a 2A fuse (the DL50 
requires approx. 85 watts at 230 volts). 
 
 
 
 



4. INSTALLATION 
 
IMPORTANT: To ensure the smooth movement of the arm, it is essential that the spigot 
on the primary arm and the mating socket faces are greased before assembly. 
 
4.1 UNIT/CHAIR MOUNT WITH REMOTE TRANSFORMER 
 
Mount the transformer in a suitable position under the chair.  
 
Ensure that the transformer and electrical connections are sited so that they do not come 
into contact with liquid. 
 
The transformer low voltage cable terminates in a Molex plug. The transformer is supplied 
with a low voltage cable which has suitable Molex adaptors at either end – one which will 
connect to the transformer only, the other to the Molex adaptor on the low voltage cable 
supply of the arm assembly. 
 
Feed the low voltage cable through the support post and any umbilical to the transformer 
site. Make sure there are no sharp bends or possible contact with surfaces which may rub or 
cut the cable.

Ensure the post mount is truly vertical. Connect the low voltage cable to the arm assembly. 
Fit the arm to the post and connect the low voltage lead to the transformer. 
 
For fitting of head unit, see p.11. 
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4.2 CEILING MOUNT INSTALLATION 
 
Check you have the following items: 
  

Ceiling-mount plate assembly and cover Suspension arm 

Down-tube Light head 

Down-tube grub-screw Grease sachet 

Down-tube spigot nylon washer Power supply module 

Down-tube bungs  

 
Determine where to mount the light. 
  
WARNING: please note that this information is provided for guidance only and that a 
qualified builder or structural engineer should be consulted if you have any doubt about 
the suitability of the proposed mounting position. 
 
WARNING: the light-head operates from a low-voltage supply produced by a transformer 
in the ceiling mount assembly and fed through the suspension arm. On NO ACCOUNT 
should the arm be connected directly to mains voltages. 
 
Fitting the ceiling plate 
 
Remove the clamp bolts, 
safety bolt/nylon insert nut 
and the clamp. Keep these 
parts in a safe place for use 
later. 
 
Fix the plate to the ceiling 
with bolts, screws or studs 
and nuts through the centre 
of each jack bolt. Do not fully 
tighten the fasteners at this 
point. 
 
Note: The nuts thread-
locked to the upper end of 
the 3 jack bolts act as 
pressure pads. These 
pressure pads must be 
seated firmly against the 
mounting surface. 
 
The jack bolts can then be 
used to adjust the position 
of the ceiling plate and 
down-tube. 
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Fitting the Down-tube 
 
A 1 metre length of down-tube is included with all ceiling mount kits, and must be securely 
fitted in accordance with these instructions. 
 
The down-tube should be cut to length on-site to suit the particular ceiling height and 
application.  
 
Note when installed the down-tube must leave clearance above the ceiling mount plate to 
prevent the cable being trapped. 
 
For determining the cut point, we suggest measuring the distance between the ceiling 
mounting plate, and a point about 1900mm above the floor. 
 
The length of the down-tube should be altered to suit the room dimensions and the 
particular application for which the light is to be used. 
 
De-burr as necessary. 
 
NOTE: For suspended ceilings, the ceiling hole trim and retaining band should be placed 
over the downtube BEFORE proceeding. 
 
Loosely refit the clamp and clamp 
bolts. Fit the down-tube in the clamp 
and tighten the clamp bolts to firmly 
hold it in place. Drill a 6mm hole 
completely through the tube via the 
guide holes in the clamp and fit the 
safety bolt and nylon insert lock nut 
supplied. 
 
NOTE: TO ENSURE THE USER'S 
SAFETY, THE SAFETY BOLT AND 
NYLON INSERT LOCK NUT MUST BE 
FITTED PROPERLY 
 
Feed the end of the low-voltage 
cable assembly through the tube. 
 
Tighten both clamp screws fully and evenly until the tube is firmly clamped. 
 
Adjust the 3 large bolts such that the down-tube is absolutely vertical. Tighten the fixing 
bolts or screws to firmly clamp the jack bolts tight against the joist, tighten the thin 
locknuts and re-check that the down-tube remains vertical, and the mounting plate has no 
movement. If necessary, repeat the adjustment. 
 
Run the low-voltage cable to the mounted power-supply module, feed it through the 
grommet on the top of the module and connect it to the 2-way terminal block wired to the 
low-voltage output from the transformer. 
 
Refit the module to its mounted rear plate. 
 
NOTE: For suspended ceilings cut a clearance hole in a ceiling tile, replace the tile and 
slide the trim up the downtube until it is firmly against ceiling tile, then roll the trim 
retaining band upward until it holds the trim in position. 
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NOTE: For conventional ceilings fit the cover, holding it in place with the metal ring from 
the fitting kit. 
 
Install the primary arm 

 
 

 
 
To ensure the smooth rotation of the arm, it is essential that the primary arm spigot is 
lightly lubricated before assembly. 
A sachet of silicon grease is provided. 
 
Place the nylon washer over the primary arm spigot. 
 
Insert the primary arm spigot into the down-tube.

Fit the supplied bungs. 
 
Make sure to sit the joined connectors inside the bung before fitting to prevent the 
cable from being damaged. 
 

 
 

 
 
Fit the light-head (see p.16). 
 
Check everything for tightness and safety.  
 
Check the arm and head for freedom of movement. 
 
If necessary, rebalance the jib arm (see p.17). 
 
Fit the jib-joint cover (see p.18).

Provide a suitable, 
earthed electrical supply 
to the variable intensity 
control module via a 
switched, fused spur. 
 
Run a 1.5mm2 twin and 
earth cable to the ceiling 
plate 230V terminal 
block. 
 
Provide power to the 
power-supply module and 
switch on the green 
rocker switch which 
should illuminate. 
 
Turn on the light with the 
rocker switch on its 
mounting swivel and 
check that the light 
illuminates and that the 
variable intensity control 
module works. 
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4.3 Wall mount 
 
Check you have the following items:   
 

1. Wall-mount plate 
2. Variable intensity power supply module  
3. Light-head 
4. Suspension arm   

 
Remove any packaging materials. 
 
Mount the wall mount bracket. The top of the bracket into which the primary arm fits 
should be 1696 mm above the floor. 

 
WARNING! If in doubt, consult a building engineer. 
 
Secure the plate to the wall, ensuring that it is truly vertical. 

 
WARNING: the light-head operates from a low-voltage supply produced by a transformer 
in the power-supply module and fed through the suspension arm. On NO ACCOUNT 
should the arm be connected directly to mains electricity.

Fit the power-supply module directly under the wall mount bracket. 
 
Remove the rear plate from the power-supply module by slackening the screw in each of the 
4 corners. 
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To ensure the smooth rotation of the arm, lightly grease the spigot
on the primary arm with the silicone grease provided. Slide the
spigot into the bracket on the wall-mount plate, feeding the low

voltage cable from the primary arm through the top of the power-supply module. 
 
Connect the low-voltage cable to the 2-way terminal block wired to the low-voltage output 
from the transformer. 
 
The power-supply module requires an earthed mains electrical supply either fed into its rear 
or into a socket on the side depending on the module supplied. 
 
Connect the incoming mains cable to the 3-way 'LEN' terminal block in the module. 
 
Fasten the module’s earth-bond wire to the rear-plate’s earth stud. 
 
Refit the module to its mounted rear plate. 
 
Fit the light-head (see p.16). 
 
Check everything for tightness and safety.  
 
Check the arm and head for freedom of movement. 
 
If necessary, rebalance the jib arm, (see p.17). 
 
Fit the jib-joint cover (see p.18). 
 
Provide power to the power-supply module and check that the mains indicator illuminates. 
 
Operate the variable intensity control module by pressing it. Rotate to dim. Check that the 
light-head illuminates and that the intensity control works. 
 
 
 
 



4.4 FITTING THE LIGHT HEAD 
 
NOTE: The arm will not balance until the head is fitted  

 

 
 
 
Remove four M3 screws, as shown, from the slip ring housing. Make sure the bottom fifth 
screw is left in place. 
 
Note: the four M3 screws may be supplied separately in a plastic bag with the warranty 
card. 
 
Ease the 2 halves of the slip ring housing open slightly and slide the lamp-head unit up over 
the swivel sleeve until the top face meets the lower face of the anchor block, ensuring that 
the flat on the swivel sleeve is positioned as shown. 
 
Replace the four M3 screws so that they engage the slots in the swivel sleeve. Do not over-
tighten the screws. 
 
Check everything for tightness and safety. 
   
Check the arm and head for freedom of movement. 
  
Rebalance the jib arm, if necessary, as described above. 
 
Provide power to the power-supply module and switch on the green rocker switch which 
should illuminate. 
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4.5 ADJUSTMENT OF ARM BALANCE TO ELIMINATE DRIFT 
 
Insert a small implement (e.g. hex wrench 2mm AF) into one of the holes and turn capstan 
in the direction of Arrow A until desired balance is obtained. 
 
Note: To eliminate rise in the jib at the fully down position turn the capstan in the opposite 
direction to Arrow A. 
 
To assist in making this adjustment, it may be necessary to remove the arm joint cover: 
Remove the 2 snap in plugs and the 2 screws, allowing the cover half mouldings to be 
separated and the moving cover to slide down the jib arm. This provides better access to 
the slot through which the capstan nut is adjusted. 
 
Note: When re-assembling, ensure that the moving cover is correctly positioned with 
the ‘T’ notation on the component at the ‘Top’.

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8. CONTROLS AND OPERATION 
8.1 Switching 
The DL50’s on/off rocker switch is shown below  
 

 
 
8.2 Changing the Lamp 
 

 
 
In the event of lamp failure, turn off the power to the light-head. Replace the lamp-bar in 
the rear housing as shown above. 
 
CAUTION: The failed lamp may be extremely hot and should not be handled. 
 
DO NOT touch the patient whilst changing the lamp. 
 
Fit a new lamp-bar into the housing and turn on the power. Dispose of the failed lamp-bar in 
accordance with any local regulations. Remember to order a replacement. 
 
WARNING: Only Daray lamp-bars (Part no. DRK5003) should be used as replacements. 
Failure to comply with this could seriously damage the product, reduce lamp life and 
may invalidate any warranty. 
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8.4 Removal of front cover 
 
The front cover is removed for cleaning by carefully rotating it anticlockwise one eighth of a 
turn and lifting it away from the housing. 
 
To replace the cover, locate its un-notched mounting tag, located between the rollers on 
the housing. Turn clockwise until it locks (clicks) into position. 
 

 
 
 

 
 
WARNING: ensure the cover is properly locked into position with the DARAY logo exactly 
horizontal; failure to do so could cause the cover to fall off during use of the light. 
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9. CLEANING AND DISINFECTING 
 
The following important instructions MUST be followed to avoid invalidating the product’s 
warranty. 
 
WARNING: Do not use strong chemical cleaning agents such as Dettox to sterilise the 
light. Do not use any abrasive materials to clean the light. 
 
CAUTION: The light is not waterproof, so do not use excessive cleaning fluid amounts. 
 
1. Suitably protect hands. 
 
2. Remove the front cover. 
 
3. Wipe the light using clean tissue or soft towelling. Pay special attention to the switch 
area. 
 
4. Apply to all surfaces a 1% solution of sodium hypochlorite using a soft cloth.  
 
5. Within 10 minutes, remove the chemical from all surfaces using a damp, soft cloth. The 
chemical will cause corrosion of metal parts, if it is not thoroughly removed.  
 
6. Apply Isopranol to the surfaces – this is an alcohol-based fluid which evaporates without 
leaving any residue and can be obtained as an impregnated-cloth applicator.  
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10.ROUTINE MAINTENANCE 
 
The DL50 is designed and manufactured to stringent quality standards. Observing the 
following procedures will help to maintain the light’s optimum performance.
